	Communication and language
	Learning carpet rules which includes listening to instructions 
Create opportunities for high quality, back and forth conversations and introduce new vocabulary. Model back correct grammar and sentence structure. 
Sitting and talking at the snack bar and lunch table about their day so far
Weekly book to focus on repetitive phrases 
	‘What’s missing?’ tray game in small groups 
Be able to retell stories using some repetitive phrases and some words of their own. 
	Interactive storytelling –pause to ask prediction or comprehension questions

	Personal, social and emotional
	Settling in, learning routines and touring the nursery
Teach ‘can I have it when your finished?’’ to help children take turns
Teach carpet rules to encourage listening to others
Self-registration to show if they are feeling happy or sad when they arrive
	Play with one or more other children, extending and elaborating play ideas. 
	Teach children to wipe themselves ready to start Reception 
Find solutions to conflicts 
Increasing follow rules and don’t need to be reminded of them
Use the names of different emotions to describe how they are feeling and not just ‘happy’ and ‘sad.’
Start to be able to respond to the feelings of others
Transition visits to Reception—become more outgoing with unfamiliar people

	Physical development
 
	Teach the ‘coat ‘flip trick’ to promote independence  
Teach children the skills to access the snack bar independently—your body will tell you when you are hungry, wash your hands, find your snack and tidy away when you are finished. 
	Start whole group ‘Go Danny’ 
 
	Teach correct grip and use of scissors
Promote independence with changing their clothes 
Practise writing with the correct pencil grip
Teach children to do their zips on coats and hoodies
Sports Day workshop

	Literacy
	Environmental and instrumental sounds teacher-led activities 
Introduce the first few letters sounds  during carpet learning—s to g
Daily reading of high quality texts with a focus on repetitive phrases and rhyming words
Clap names to send children to the toilet to teach syllables 
Introduce name cards to use with self-registration 
	Body percussion, rhyme and rhythm and alliteration teacher-led activities 
Spot rhyming words in sentences when talking together
Phase 2 phonics—o to b
	Voice sounds and oral blending teacher-led activities 
Phase 2 sounds f to ss
Break down simple words into sounds when giving instructions to promote blending. 
Children to be independently recognising their own name  and starting to write some letters correctly in cards
Story scribing 

	Maths
	Sing number songs and use fingers to show numbers up to 5. 
Count children during registration and demonstrate counting 1 person for each number name. 
Date each day—what was yesterday’s date? What comes next? Count to check. 
	Numicon 1-5 teacher led activity 
Number formation 0-4  during carpet learning 
Teach subitising through play—the mystery box. 
Make comparisons between the size of objects. 
Positional language 
	Numicon 5-10 teacher led activity
Number formation 5-9 during carpet learning 
Extend and create ABAB patterns 

	Expressive Arts and Design
	Teach how to self-select art resources 
Fireworks pictures, Diya lamps,  child-led Christmas cards, leaf printing 
Daily singing time with props—after half term learn songs for Christmas concert.
	Child-led Mother’s day cards
Daily singing time
Messy play workshop with 
	Child-led Father’s day cards 
Daily singing time—remember and sing entire songs and nursery rhymes 

	Understanding the World
	Autumn walk to observe changes
Hands on exploration of natural resources such as pine cones and conkers 
Joining in with the celebration of Diwali, Halloween, Diwali and Christmas. 
Introduce daily prayer at the end of the day 
	Observe Spring time changes 
Plant vegetables and plants in the garden
Plant individual sunflower and teach the life cycle of a plant
Join in with the celebrations of Chinese New Year, Eid , Shrove Tuesday and Easter
